We all hit the proverbial brick wall with one or many of our ancestors while doing our research. With all the new information 
available online, you might decide to revisit a family line that you may have set aside.   That is exactly what Ms Abrams did 
before she located QuanTriel on the St Louis African American History and Genealogy Society’s website and decided to 
contact her for help.  
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Rhonda Abrams, a member of Cleveland's 
African American Genealogical Society, sent a 
request to St. Louis African American History & 
Genealogy Society in hopes of getting some 
photos of her paternal great-grandmother's 
burial site at St. Peter's Cemetery in St. Louis, 
MO.  What Rhonda received was that and a 
whole lot more. Through the diligent work of St. 
Louis Genealogical researcher QuanTriel Pruitt, 
Rhonda was able to obtain beautiful pictures of 
the burial grounds where several ancestors are 
buried, along with a map of the burial locations, 
and history of African American Catholics in St. 
Louis, Mo. Also to Rhonda's great delight, 
QuanTriel was able to locate on Family 
Search, the index to the marriage certificate for 
her great-grandmother Queen Echols and 
elusive husband James Pitts who Rhonda was 
searching for over the past 17 years! They were 
married in Montgomery Al, Oct 23, 1884.  Quan 
also provided leads to other historical 
information in the St. Louis area which Rhonda 
hopes to help identify the Catholic orphanage 
where her grandmother, Lillian Pitts, boarded 
until the age of about 10. Rhonda was able to 
later obtain a copy of the marriage certificate 
from Church of LDS records and is furthering 
her knowledge of that branch of her family's 
history.
